Bedford, Ohio November 7, 2011

Bedford City Council met in a Work Session at Bedford City Hall on Monday, November 7, 2011 at 6:00
p.m.

Present: Council Members: Mayor Dan Pocek, Stan Koci, Warner Batten, Marilyn Zolata, Paula Mizsak,
Donald Saunders, Greg Pozar. Also Present: Clerk of Council Lorree Villers. Administration: Finance
Director Frank Gambosi, Law Director Ken Schuman, City Manager Henry Angelo, Economic
Development Director Mike Mallis.

Mayor Pocek turned the floor over to Mr. Mallis for budget discussions.

Mr. Mallis complimented Mr. Angelo and Mr. Gambosi. He stated he couldn’t ask for two better people
to work with because as a team he felt they had met their goals and targets for the City. He noted this year
has been a challenge because of all the changes with the county which had caused delays. He said the
Automile project was behind schedule. There was also a change in criteria for the store front grant and he
wasn’t sure if this project would be approved. He said in December 2011 he would be attending the
Automile enhancement project meetings/seminar. He stated the grant was due in March 2012. He added
he had experienced some changes in the City’s housing program which he had discussed with Ms.
Cicirella. He said he had received various calls on the Solon Road five (5) acre parcel that the City
currently owned. He explained a few options with the old Taylor Chair property. He thought six acres
could be sold to a business and possibly a bike path installed from the Metro Park to the downtown area.

Mr. Mallis said he had submitted the Quiet Zone application and then he was notified six (6) months later
that additional information was necessary. He noted two of the documents needed to be updated from the
railways. He explained two of the crossings had some safety issues so barriers were installed along with
Quiet Zones which the railroad had 30 days to comply. He explained the problems with the Police and
Fire safety forces if one of the streets became one-way. There was discussion of the large train volume in
the Macedonia, Hudson and Northfield Center areas and how some of the engineers were deliberately
blowing their horns and not complying with the quiet zone areas.

Mr. Zolata thought it was marvelous that other businesses were showing interest in Bedford. Mr. Mallis
said smaller businesses were showing interest but not large companies. He talked about the Brownfield
study that cleaned up one property in town from being a previous gas station. He noted the new cars sales
had decrease but the used car sales had increased.

Mr. Pozar was interested in receiving a quarterly type report of development accomplishments. Somewhat
like a CAFR the Finance Director prepared and/or a report like what the Fire and Police Departments
already generated. Mr. Mallis said he currently submitted an annual report to the City Manager but a
quarterly report could be beneficial. Mr. Angelo said he used Mr. Mallis annual report to assist him in the
State of the City address. Mr. Pozar reiterated that a quarterly report could be very helpful.

[Mr. Schuman joined the meeting at 6:30 p.m.]

Mr. Mallis explained the CRA of $120,000 with First Suburbs was going very well. He noted the Energy
Program had not been completed for 2011. He said he had applied for solar and wind energy options with
Advanced Energy District. He was interested in all energy options not just solar.

Mr. Mallis thought instead of using 15 different contractors per city owned home, it would be more
manageable to deal with one (1) general contractor. He explained the general contractor could do the
bidding process, award the bid and supervise the project.
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Mr. Batten had some concerns of what the costs were to the City for a four hour event. Mr. Mallis
explained how some of the events were handled. He added the Weekend of the Pooka was $15,000 with
$8,000 being budgeted. It was decided that Mr. Mallis would submit a report to Mr. Batten with the
breakdown. Mr. Koci thought the Art and Cultural line item should be $50,000. He stated the Weekend of
the Pooka brings people to Bedford to enjoy the event and spend money elsewhere. He was not in favor of
spending the amount that had been spent in the past for fireworks because the visitors don’t stay and visit
the restaurants.

Mayor Pocek began discussion of the Regular Council Meeting agenda.

Council Members did not have any corrections or deletions to the October 17, 2011 Work Session and
Regular Session and the October 24, 2011 budget minutes.

Ordinance No. 8899-11 was an ordinance amending Section 913-02 of the Codified Ordinances of the
City of Bedford as related to Sewer Rates. Mr. Gambosi noted this ordinance was read on October 17,
2011and placed on first reading but he asked for Council to pass it this evening.

Resolution No. 2451-11 was a resolution strongly opposing any efforts by the State of Ohio or any other
third party central collection entity to take control of municipal income tax collection. Mr. Gambosi
expected a lot of problems if this were to happen. Mr. Angelo was not in favor of this at all.

Resolution No. 2452-11 was a resolution authorizing the City Manager of the City of Bedford to enter
into a contract on behalf of the City of Bedford with the General Health District of Cuyahoga County of
health services for the year 2012. Mr. Gambosi noted this had decreased $2,300 since last year and it was
a good deal.

Ordinance No. 8901-11 was an ordinance authorizing the City Manager to enter into a contract with Pro
Plum Inc. Mr. Angelo explained this work was being done at Ellenwood. Mr. Koci thought it sounded
like a lot of money however he understood it was more complicated than it appeared.

Ordinance No. 8902-11 was an ordinance authorizing and directing the City Manager to enter into a
contract with Nerone & Sons, Inc. for the commercial water meter replacement project being the lowest,
responsive and responsible bidder. Mr. Angelo explained this project was being done by separating the
material from the installation and this was for the 2” or larger commercial water meters.

Ordinance No. 8903-11 was an ordinance authorizing the City Manager to enter into a contract with
Capitol Aluminum & Glass Corporation. Mr. Angelo explained these ADA doors would be installed at
the Ellenwood facility and paid by the Energy Grant.

Ordinance No. 8904-11 was an ordinance amending Ordinance No. 8760-10 making additional
appropriations for current expenditures of the City of Bedford, Ohio during the year 2011. Mr. Gambosi
read the memo he had previously prepared for Council that allowed the City to pay the State of Ohio
$2,000 for background fees, $17,190 for the Recreation Department computer system and a deposit of
$1,224 from an assessment.

Ordinance No. 8905-11 was an ordinance for appropriations for current expenses and expenditures of the
City of Bedford, Ohio during the year 2012. Mr. Gambosi assured Council that there would be several
changes over the next couple readings. He said this would be read as a first reading this evening.

Ordinance No. 8906-11 was an ordinance authorizing the City of Bedford to certify to the County Fiscal
Officer the costs associated with police response to 172 John Street as said homeowner is in violation of
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Bedford’s Criminal Activity Nuisance Ordinance. Mr. Schuman explained that this was a repeat offender
and the City had already assessed the landlord’s taxes this year.

Ordinance No. 8907-11 was an ordinance authorizing the City Manager to enter into a contract with the
City of Bedford Sergeants and Lieutenants, adopting the terms of the attached contract and ordering them
into effect. Mr. Schuman thought the negotiations went very well. He explained the employees would be
paying more toward their monthly health care. Mr. Pozar questioned the years of the contract. Mr.
Schuman explained the year for 2011 would be retroactive to January 1, 2011.

Ordinance No. 8908-11 was an ordinance an ordinance authorizing the City Manager to enter into a
contract with the City of Bedford Patrolman, adopting the terms of the attached contract and ordering
them into effect. Again Mr. Schuman was happy with the negotiations.

Ordinance No. 8909-11 was an ordinance approving a Community Reinvestment Area (CRA) agreement
between the City of Bedford and Milano Monuments LLC. (Hereinafter referred to as “owner”) and
authorizing execution of that agreement. Mr. Schuman explained this ordinance would need to be
amended this evening. The years needed to be changed from 2013 to 2012 and 2017 to 2016.

Discussion of the Regular Work Session agenda was concluded.

Council discussed the pros and cons of the anti-poaching work session topic. They all decided it needed
more discussion at a future meeting.

At 7:45 p.m., Bedford City Council, City Manager Henry Angelo, Law Director Ken Schuman, Finance

Director Frank Gambosi went into an executive session to discuss personnel and land acquisition.
Executive Session was recessed at 7:57 p.m. to conduct the Regular Council Meeting at 8:00 p.m.

Bedford, Ohio November 7, 2011

Bedford City Council met in Regular Session at Bedford City Hall on Monday, November 7, 2011.
Mayor Pocek called the meeting to order at 8:00 P.M. The meeting was opened by pledging allegiance to
the flag. The roll was called. Present: Pozar, Saunders, Zolata, Batten Koci, Pocek, Mizsak. Absent:
None.

Motion made by Batten and seconded by Koci to approve the minutes of the Work Session of October 17,
2011. The roll was called. Vote — Yeas: Pozar, Saunders, Zolata, Batten, Koci, Pocek, Mizsak. Nays:
None. Motion carried unanimously.

Motion made by Batten and seconded by Zolata to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting of
October 17, 2011. The roll was called. Vote — Yeas: Pozar, Saunders, Zolata, Batten, Koci, Pocek. Nays:
Mizsak. Motion carried.

Motion made by Mizsak and seconded by Saunders to approve the minutes of the Work Session of
October 24, 2011. The roll was called. Vote — Yeas: Saunders, Zolata, Batten, Koci, Pocek, Mizsak.
Nays: None. Mr. Pozar abstained because he was on vacation. Motion carried.

ORDINANCE NO. 8899-11, an ordinance amending Section 913.02 of the Codified Ordinances
of the City of Bedford as related to Sewer Rates and declaring an emergency placed on first reading
October 17, 2011 was read by title only.

Motion made by Pozar and seconded by Zolata to suspend the rule requiring the reading of said ordinance
on three different days.

The roll was called. Vote — Yeas: Pozar, Saunders, Zolata, Batten, Koci, Pocek, Mizsak. Nays: None.
Motion carried unanimously.

Motion made by Mizsak and seconded by Batten to place Ordinance No. 8899-11 on third and final
reading and passed.

Mr. Gambosi explained this ordinance addressed the sewer rates for the next two years which increased
4% per year. He added this would keep the budget in line with the revenues to expenses and this kept the
budget balanced in the sewer fund.

The roll was called. Vote — Yeas: Pozar, Saunders, Zolata, Batten, Koci, Pocek, Mizsak. Nays: None.
Motion carried unanimously.

Lori Delgado, President of University Hospital Bedford Medical Center recognized the Bedford Police
and Fire Departments for the job well done saving resident Ernie Walker’s life. Dr. Bob Coleman,
Emergency Room Medical Director summarized the emergency situation of Mr. Walker. He explained
the seriousness of Mr. Walker’s massive coronary event which the paramedics handled perfectly because
Mr. Walker’s heart had stopped. He stressed the paramedics were very aggressive under the hospital’s
extensive protocols and the Bedford’s paramedics were nothing less than impeccable with their care. He
added their response times, skills, knowledge were incredible and they were guided by a great Chief
[Dave Nagy]. He explained the recovery process Mr. Walker had experienced since his event in
September 201 1. He proudly introduced the alive and well Mr. Walker.

Mayor Pocek listed several events and groups that Mr. Walker had participated in over the last five years
serving the Bedford community and Boy Scouts. Mr. Walker thanked all the people that were involved in
saving his life and expressed how it has changed his life.
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Ms. Delgado presented a plaque from University Hospital Bedford Medical Center to the Bedford Fire
Department paramedic squad: Jeff Diederich, Steve Copelin, Jason Mihalek, Vic DePasquale, Matt Hujer
and the Police Department Auxiliary Wayne Witcowski. Chief Nagy accepted the plaque on behalf of the
Fire Department with the paramedics by his side. Ms. Delgado then presented a plaque to Chief Duber
and Auxiliary Officer Witcowski; they both accepted the Police Department plaque.

Chief Duber presented a plaque to Auxiliary Officer Witcowski for the 2011 Employee Service Award.
He presented the plaque this evening instead of at the Eagles Fire and Police Appreciation dinner that was
scheduled Saturday, November 12, 2011. He thanked Officer Witcowski for his high grade of
professionalism he displayed during the emergency call of Ernie Walker.

Mr. Walker presented the Fire and Police Department employees a Scouting Hero pin. He thanked both
Chiefs for their knowledge in ensuring their employees had proper training and equipment.

Mayor Pocek stated the Fire and Police Departments do a great job and that was what was expected. He
told Ms. Delgado and Dr. Coleman that they ran a first class facility, which he knew from personal
experience. He was very pleased that they presented plaques this evening to Bedford’s safety forces. Dr.
Coleman stated it was an honor and pleasure to do so. He stressed for everyone to call 911 if they thought
something was wrong with them and the hospital would make the determination. Mr. Saunders
announced Mr. Walker had been a troop leader of #447 for several years of which both of his boys were
currently active. He noted Mr. Walker was now considered in the Heart Attack 2% Club. Mrs. Mizsak
said she has known Mr. Walker since she was eight years old and he has always been a positive and
adventurous person. She thought his survival was amazing. She thought the City couldn’t ask for a better
Auxiliary Officer than Mr. Witcowski.

No report from Hank Angelo, City Manager.
No report from Ken Schuman, Law Director.
Frank Gambosi, Finance Director congratulated the Fire and Police Departments on a job well done.

Councilman Batten announced The Salvation Army Fund Raiser would be held on Sunday, November 20,
2011 at the Ellenwood Recreation Center from 5:00 pm to 7:00 pm. They cost was a $10.00 donation
which would be used for needy children for the holiday season. He listed several people that had tickets to
sell for the fund raiser.

Councilman Koci announced Steve Copeland from the Fire Department was the 2011 Firefighter of the
Year. He was very proud to know that some of the firefighters he had personally hired were doing so well
for the community. He explained and relived the Police Department live traffic stop training simulations
that the City Manager and Council were invited to participate in. He congratulated Mr. Pozar on his hole
in one at the Brookledge Golf Course in Akron. Mr. Pozar mentioned this was his third hole in one.

Councilwoman Zolata added the traffic stop exercise was very interesting yet scary, however everyone
took it very seriously. She wished Mrs. Pocek a Happy Birthday! She thought the leaf collection was on
schedule. She was happy to announce the new voting location for Ward 3 would be at the Light of Hearts
Villa. She wished Paula Mizsak, Don Saunders and Stan Koci good luck because they were on the ballot
for the 2012 re-election.

Councilwoman Mizsak asked Mr. Batten if there was going to be a Veteran’s Day ceremony on
November 11, 2011. Mr. Batten replied, yes at 11:00 a.m. at the Veteran’s Park.
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No report from Councilman Pozar.

Councilman Saunders noted the Veterans’ Day ceremony was 11-11-11 at 11:00 .am. He was very
pleased on the how the children conducted themselves on Halloween. He wished Paula Mizsak good luck
on her re-election because she was the only that had someone running against her. He announced Boy
Scouts Troop #447 on November 19, 2011 at the VFW on the corner of Forbes and Northfield Roads
would be holding their annual spaghetti dinner from 4:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. He urged everyone to attend
The Salvation Army and the Boy Scouts dinners.

Mayor Pocek wished Paula Mizsak and the School Board good luck on tomorrow’s election. He also
relived the traffic stop simulations which Council was involved in.

Motion made by Koci and seconded by Batten to place Ordinance No. 8907-11 on third and final reading
and passed.

Mr. Angelo commented that the next two ordinances proved that the Administration could negotiate with
the police officers. He was surprised that the officers agreed to pay 10% of their hospitalization before the
Issue 2 that was on the ballot for November 8, 2011. He thanked Mr. Gambosi and Mr. Schuman for all
their hard work.

The roll was called. Vote — Yeas: Pozar, Saunders, Zolata, Batten, Koci, Pocek, Mizsak. Nays: None.
Motion carried unanimously.

ORDINANCE NO. 8908-11, an ordinance authorizing the City Manager to enter into a contract
with the City of Bedford Patrolman, adopting the terms of the attached contract and ordering them into
effect and declaring an emergency was read by title only.

Motion made by Batten seconded by Zolata to suspend the rule requiring the reading of said ordinance on
three different days.

The roll was called. Vote — Yeas: Pozar, Saunders, Zolata, Batten, Koci, Pocek, Mizsak. Nays: None.
Motion carried unanimously.

Motion made by Saunders and seconded by Mizsak to place Ordinance No. 8908-11 on third and final
reading and passed.

Mayor commended Mr. Angelo, Mr. Gambosi and Mr. Schuman for the great job they did on both Police
Department contracts. Mr. Schuman thanked the Mayor for his kind words.

The roll was called. Vote — Yeas: Pozar, Saunders, Zolata, Batten, Koci, Pocek, Mizsak. Nays: None.
Motion carried unanimously.

ORDINANCE NO. 8909-11, an ordinance approving a Community Reinvestment Area (CRA)
agreement between the City of Bedford and Milano Monuments LLC. (Hereinafter referred to as
“owner”) and authorizing execution of that agreement and declaring an emergency was read by title only.

Motion made by Koci seconded by Zolata to amend the dates from January 2013 to 2012 and December
2017 to 2016.

The roll was called. Vote — Yeas: Pozar, Saunders, Zolata, Batten, Koci, Pocek, Mizsak. Nays: None.
Motion carried unanimously.

Motion made by Pozar seconded by Saunders to suspend the rule requiring the reading of said ordinance
on three different days.

The roll was called. Vote — Yeas: Pozar, Saunders, Zolata, Batten, Koci, Pocek, Mizsak. Nays: None.
Motion carried unanimously.
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Motion made by Koci and seconded by Batten to place Ordinance No. 8909-11 on third and final reading
and passed.

Mr. Angelo noted this was an important piece of legislation because it was important to keep businesses
in the city no matter the number of jobs. He explained the location would be on the corner of East
Glendale and Broadway Avenue.

The roll was called. Vote — Yeas: Pozar, Saunders, Zolata, Batten, Koci, Pocek, Mizsak. Nays: None.
Motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Pocek said that would conclude the portion of the meeting and asked if anyone in the audience had
any concerns.

Nancy Kusek, 99 Wheelock Drive, asked Mr. Angelo if Mr. Somers had contacted Mr. Williams to his
knowledge. Mr. Angelo explained this issue had been going on for over 1 % years and Ms. Kusek
contacted him every so often to see what the progress was. The State had cut jobs in the Consumer
Council Office and the city couldn’t get information or a resolution regarding the transformer glitch a
portion of the city had experienced over a year ago. Ms. Kusek suggested a formal complaint be filed with
the PUCO. Mr. Schuman and Mr. Angelo explained the procedure that the City had to follow. Mr.
Schuman explained to Ms. Kusek that she could file a class action lawsuit on her own with the
surrounding neighbors. Ms. Kusek was very frustrated with the whole situation and she wanted some kind
of resolution and that something should have been done by CEI and the Consumer Council Office by
now. Mr. Pozar asked how much she had lost in damages. Ms. Kusek figured about $650. Mr. Pozar
asked if she was willing to spend $650 and spearhead a class action lawsuit to collect $650. He explained
the taxpayers would have to fund this kind of endeavor for a certain section of the city. He added her area
was the one that suffered. Mayor Pocek informed Ms. Kusek that the City was going to follow the process
it had to regardless of what she thought should happen but she could do whatever she wanted to do on her
own behalf. Ms. Kusek stated that she got CEI to fix the telephone pole on Solon Road.

John Whittaker, 126 Noran Circle shared a story he had heard from a Shaker Heights woman that brought
her child to Bedford to Trick-or-Treat because it was safe.

Mayor Pocek asked if there were any further comments. There being no reply, motion made by Koci and
seconded by Pozar to adjourn. The roll was called. Vote — Yeas: Pozar, Saunders, Zolata, Batten, Koci,
Pocek, Mizsak. Nays: None. Motion carried unanimously.
